This diagrams are the seconds version of the tulip. The first one was published in
“The First Israeli Origami Collection”. The differences are:

a  This tulip has six petals (like a real one) and the a smaller twist fold.
The previous tulip has five petals and bigger twist fold. The center
of this tulip is more dense, and the last steps are difficult to fold.

b The instructions for the twist fold are different.
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1 Color up. Mark main diagonals.
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2 Divide the size to half and mark.
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3 Fold and unfold, pinch only the center. Repeat all sides.
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4 Fold and unfold from the inner small hexagon (include) to the left
side. Repeat all sides.
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6  Fold and unfold the crease from last step from right side to the small
hexagon (not include) only.
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7,8 Hold the A and B corners with two hands. Verify that the paper are
folded according to pre-creases. Bring the corners of the small inner
hexagon together. Push the A and B corner inside and little bit
higher.
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9  Fold the front layer.
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10  Fold back layer.
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11  This is twist fold.
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12 Fold the side to the center of model, and the crease is beginning from

the upper corner.
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13 Like in the last step, pull out the corner of the last step. Repeat all
sides.
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15  Turn over the paper and bisector fold.
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17 Tuck the paper back.
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18 The next steps are 3D folds. They are difficult! Fold the petal up
perpendicular to the model. The fold must the nearest to the center as
possible! Bring point A to point B.
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19,20 Side view. Hold the center of the model in one hand. Keep
point A and B, from last step, from moving. Pull the petal down
carefully until all the creases are stretched and the petal becomes
perpendicular to the model.
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20  Side view. The petal is more then perpendicular.
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21 Up view. Repeat steps 18 — 21 with all petals. Verify to fold the petal
as nearest as possible to center’ and to bring point A to B as nearest
as possible. The first petal must be partially unfold to fold the last
petal.
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21  The end of the difficult steps. The tulip seem like and close bud. To
open it pull some paper from the pocket in the center of every petal.
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
